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A DUTCH speedgate 
manufacturer is 
putting its marketing 

focus on the UK as part of its 
plans to grow its European 
operations.

Holland Traffic Control, 
which has been producing 
speedgates (pictured) for the 
continental market for the past 
20 years, is aiming to get its 
sales on track in the UK during 
the coming 12 months.

Two years of analysis and 
research has now led the 
company, with its manufacturing 
hub 50 miles east of Rotterdam, 
to set up a UK base headed by 
Mike Davies, who has been 
involved with access control for 
some 20 years.

'Having put the required 
foundations in place, we can 
now look to begin making 
inroads into the UK and growing 
product awareness,' said Davies.

Since establishing its 
operation at Moerkapelle in the 
1990s, Holland Traffic Control 
has aimed to take a lead role in 
speedgate development, 
producing a variety of options 
in trackless, bottom guided and 
both bottom and top driven. 
This has led to it winning a 
significant share of the 
European markets.

'The design options are 
almost never ending in relation 
to infill and site design,' said 
Davies, 'and it is this flexibility 
and quality of engineering that 
has given Holland Traffic 
Control is reputation throughout 
Europe and other export 
markets.'

The UK operation, based in 
South Wales, offers a site design 
service together with final 
commissioning and engineering 
support.

'In Europe the use of 

speedgates has 
grown rapidly,' said 
Davies, 'and so 
Holland Traffic 
Control is able to 
come to the UK 
with a great deal of experience 
and product knowledge.

'Speedgates are being used 
more and more as part of an 
access control solution for 
commercial, industrial and 
parking projects, as we are 
seeing particularly with the 
safer car parking initiatives.'

Already Holland Traffic 
Control has won a number of 
contracts in the UK and views 
this as the first step in its UK 
sales plan.

The company's new trackless 
design was launched into the 
UK market at last year's IFSEC 
security exhibition and the 
company has taken stand space 
at October's Fencex - the

We feel 
that demand for speedgates is 
likely to increase in the future 
and to respond to that demand 
we need to be able to have links 
with contractors' 
